Throughout the whole year, He opened the
doors of brothels and strip clubs, allowing us to enter and engage with the women
inside with gifts, love, and support. And because we were blessed with volunteers
and resources, the door of our Café Outreach was open nearly every week.

It was late 2022 when B. shared with
us that she was pregnant. From this
moment on, our friendship grew. In
2023, as B. neared her due date, we
startet gathering donations for her, as
she could not afford to purchase baby
stuff herself. Working closely with a
partner organization, we were able to
send many donations including a new
crib, baby stroller, car seat, clothes,
diapers and toys to her home country.
She was able to return home and
have her baby.

Though B. has since returned periodi-
cally to the streets of Berlin, she has
taken huge steps forward and plans to
exit the industry for good. Leaving the
industry can be a long process for women
like B., but we know that with God all
things are possible!
